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Touch-screen information “kiosks” 
win national award
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The Office of Public Health Prepared​ness and Response, in the Division of Public Health, has been recognized at the national level for its innova​tive use of public information kiosks to promote readiness for natural and man-made disasters. The interactive kiosks contain touch-screen computers that enable people to access informa​tion, to watch and hear video clips, and to ask questions (and get answers!) about various topics.

The National Public Health Informa​tion Coalition (NPHIC) presented the 2006 Silver Award for Excellence in Public Health Communication in the New Media (Outsourced) category to communication coordinator Bill Furney and SmartVista Represent-ative Carrie Reuben at its annual conference in October. DHHS Hispanic Outreach Coordinator Jalil Isa was also a recipient of the award but did not attend the meeting held in Portland, Oregon.

The conference brings together public information officers from public health agencies across the nation and its territories. Hundreds of entries in several different categories were submitted to the competition for judging. Being recognized at the national level in a competition that includes major agencies in New York, California and other states is a reflection of the quality of work that is being done in North Carolina. 
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
